How do I interpret the data? =

+ River levels‘are reported on the EDI system and website as metres
above normal, so a normal water level is zero. Values become
negative when below normal. Tables overleaf show the levels of
various large floods from the past and some recent floods to give
a frame of reference for new property owners. It is prudent to note
down the levels of upstream water level recorders for floods that
affect your property. Add these to the table.

- Rainfall is reported on the EDI system as totals since midnight, and
totals in the last 24 hours, 12 hours, 6 hours, and last hour. As a
guide, significant totals would be:

24 hours =50 mm on a wetted catchment or 70 on a dry catchment
12 hours — 25 mm on a wetted catchment or 45 on a dry catchment
6 hours =15 mm on a wetted catchment or 35 on a dry catchment
